Kholwane and MEC for Community Safety and Security and Liaison, Mr Pat Ngomane held a meeting 
where a security situational analysis was conducted on safety in all the health facilities.  
 
The meeting resolved that armed guards will be deployed with immediate effect to ensure the safety of 
our people, including patients, doctors and nurses. 
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
