The Mpumalanga Premier, Mr Mandla Ndlovu and the Speaker of the Provincial Legislature, 
Ms Makhosazane Masilela will table the Policy and Budget speeches of the Office of the 
Premier and the Legislature on Monday, respectively.

Speaker Masilela’s focus will be on the Legislature’s measures to strengthen public 
participation and the oversight body’s work to conduct its function as the trusted ears and 
eyes of the people of Mpumalanga.
