Mpumalanga Community Safety, Security and Liaison MEC Pat Ngomane will lead the official launch of
the Boarder Security Project that is aimed at addressing trans-national crime cases. The project is

The project is also expected to strengthen relationships between the community and police that will see
more community members reporting crime.
